YORKSHIRE SYNCHRONISED SWIMMING GRADE EXAMINER CRITERIA 2010

All Examiners must attend a training course and assessment.  There will be two levels of examiners.

Level 1Examiners will only be able to examine Grades 1 and Grades 2.

Level 2 examiners will be able to examine ALL GRADES.

Level 2 candidates must be Level 1 Examiners and examined at least 3 Grade sessions. 

All candidates must 16Years of age or over.

The Training Course will cover the relevant Figures and Elements for the Level of Examiner being assessed.

For the assessment of candidates there will be TWO Assessors who will agree their marks.

The Candidates will be assessed on a minimum of 3 Swimmers

The Formula for assessment of Candidates is:- 

Each mark must be within +/- 0.3 of the assessors marks.

10 out 12 of a Candidates marks must meet the criteria of +/- 0.3 This gives a % of 83%

The % mark of all Swimmers will then be added together to Produce final % mark.

The pass mark will be 83% or higher.

Level 1 Examiners can examine Grades 1/2  Singly in Club sessions 

Level 2 Examiners can Examine Grades 1/2 Singly in Club sessions  

Grades 3/4/5 must be examined by 2 (Two) Level 2 Examiners one of whom will be independent from the Club. The Independent Examiner will be recommended by the Yorkshire Synchronised Swimming Secretary who will keep a list of Qualified Examiners. Clubs wishing to Hold Grading Examinations for Grades 3/4/5 should contact the Synchro Sec for an Independent Examiner to be arranged.

An Independent examiner must be totally independent of the Club they are asked to attend for Grading examinations. If it is found that there is a vested interest in the Club after a Grading has taken place this could nullify the Grading results.

A vested interest includes coaching at a club, being a member of a club, having a Swimmer from your parent club training at the club you are asked to Examine at.  It is important that when approached to act as an Independent Examiner that any connection with a Club is made known.
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
